Some Rules to Know:





General Purpose Rule #1:  HAVE FUN!


	No matter what happens, you should follow this rule.  Keep in mind that even the best-planned events yield some surprises, and these are what usually make for a memorable trip, so relax and have a good time.





In order to allow us to meet the requirements of Rule #1 above, we should be aware of some other rules.  Basically, use common sense and safe practices.  Here are some of the important things to remember:





Park Rules: 


Visitors must register at the gate when entering or leaving the park.  Entrance permit must be displayed while in the park.


Park Speed limit is 20 MPH, or less as posted.  Park only in designated areas at each campsite.


Hikers must carry a working flashlight.


No Vandalism in the park (of course!).  This includes natural items in the park.


Radios, televisions, electronic equipment, and cellular phones cannot be used in the park.


Fires are allowed only in designated areas.


Any group of 5 or more people under the age of 16 must be accompanied by at least one responsible adult for each 5 minors.


Don't create a disturbance.  Campground quiet hours are posted and enforced.





Scout Rules:


Buddy System in effect at all times.  No scout should be out of sight alone at any time during this trip.  


No scout should be alone one-on-one with an adult unless it is a parent.  Add another scout or adult to be within guidelines.


A Scout cannot share a tent with an adult other that his parent.


Alcoholic beverages are not allowed on this trip.  Smoking is strongly discouraged and should be limited to a designated area.


Stay on marked trails.  Minimum number for a Hiking group is four.


Flammable liquids are not to be used as accelerators with campfires.





Bears:


There are black bears in the area, and they know people bring food.  Keep all food securely locked in a car, truck or trailer when leaving the campsite and when retiring for the night.  Do not bring anything edible into your tent or lean-to!  This includes candy, snacks, even toothpaste.  These things will attract bears, and finding a bear between you and the exit to your tent is not a preferred nighttime experience.  


Also, don't drop or dispose of food scraps, dishwater, or grease near your campsite.  If you must dump small scraps or dishwater, etc., do it well away from your sleeping area and other food.


If you do have a bear experience, do not alarm the bear with sudden movement or noise.  If you know a bear is approaching, make noise to alert it to your presence, and it will probably then head for your neighbors area instead.
