   Regarding camping, this is easy, the Katahdin Iron works region is managed by a company called North Maine Woods. There is a camping area there with camp sites. This would put you within 6 miles of the Gulf Hagas parking lot, Appalachian trail, Silver lake, West Branch of the Pleasant river.

  I would try this first. The camp sites are a little primitive, they have out houses, tables and spaces for tents. I would ask about the field. this might work for a scout troup. 

  I do not have their Phone number, try the Greenville office of the Warden service. If this does not work out, let me know and I can check other options    If we have to try elsewhere, please let me know how many sites you need.

  You have picked a great spot, the Gulf is great for hiking and the Pleasant River should have some trout if the snow ever goes. 

We have 40+ inches of snow in the woods at this time. The Appalachian trail is good whether you go north or south from the Gulf. You can also drive to Greenville from the Iron works. Probably not with a passenger car. ( Other sites include the Elephant mountain B 52 crash site ( it crashed in 1956). For the best fishing you would want to go in the month of June ( beware of the black flys, and other insects of the airborn variety.) 

  I hope this helps. Have a great trip. If you prefer less people around, try this area mon thru thursday, it is usually a ghost town.
