NOTE 1: This list does not include patrol cooking and camping supplies.  Make sure your patrol has a plan and has coordinated with the Adult Trip Organizer to make sure you have what you need.

NOTE 2: We recommend against cotton. Cotton can be warm until it gets wet.  Then it conducts heat away from your body, making cold weather more dangerous. (Jeans are cotton!)

Polypropylene and layering is best! (i.e. poly t-shirt under fleece, under a shell)

NOTE 3: This should be considered a partial list.  In general, you should have everything you need, but do not over pack!  Electronic gear is not welcome!
